
Tuition Payment Plan 
The monthly tuition account will include all tuition and applicable fees. Two payment plans 
are offered as a courtesy and to help make tuition affordable. Single Annual Payment option 
is not available for Early Education students. 

 

 

_____ Automatic 12-month Payment Plan: Monthly payments for all tuition and fees are 
made by a monthly automatic withdrawal from a single checking or savings account. Forms are 

available in the school office. If the 5th falls on a weekend, the payment will be debited on the 

Friday prior to the 5th. 
 
_____ Manual 12-month Payment Plan: Monthly payments for all tuition and fees are made by a monthly check    

payment to your account. Tuition is due and payable on the 1st of each month. Tuition is late after the 5th of the month.  
Beginning July 1, 2010 all checks for payment will be scanned in our office and deposited as a single 
 electronic fund transfer.

Should the age level be closed, this fee will hold 
your student’s place on the waiting list. If your child 
is not accepted, $90 will be refunded.

If your child will remain continuously enrolled 
through the summer months, there will be no  
“re-enrollment” fee – simply complete the 2010-11      
EE Intent Form and Commitment Forms (2) and 
return to the office before APRIL 30th. 
 

Re-Enrollment 
Non-continuous Enrollment   $150 
 

For those who choose not to participate during the     
summer and want to resume with the start of the new 
school year on August 30th, a re-enrollment fee of $150 
and EE Intent Form and Commitment Forms (2)    
are due by APRIL 30th to hold your child’s spot. This  
fee applies anytime enrollment lapses more than 20    
consecutive school days (30 calendar days).
